� Mainland China: China Central Television (CCTV-1), is the No.1 TV Station in 
China, has an audience of over 1 billion people;

� HongKong: TVB Jade, is the most popular TV with 90% of the audience in 
HongKong;

� Singapore: Channel 8, is a 24-hour, Mandarin channel, the most-watched TV 
channel in Singapore, which began to broadcast TV programs predominantly in 
Chinese in November 1963;

� South Korea: Korean Broadcasting System (KBS ), is the country’s leader in 
program production and audience service;

� Thailand: ITV, is one of the most popular TV News provider in Thailand. 

� Japan: Japan Broadcasting Corporation (NHK ), is the country’s leading TV 
service provider.
